Film 1: Voices in the Shadows
Director: Stamos Prousalis

About the Director: Stamos Prousalis is a seasoned freelance Camera Operator/Editor with
more than 20 years’ experience in the broadcasting industry in Greece and worldwide. He
has produced more than 8,000 reports from more than 50 countries. He has also worked on
a number of documentaries as D.O.P. focusing on North Korea, Sierra Leone, Turkey, China,
Ethiopia, Ghana, Guatemala, Italy, Romania, Finland, Bulgaria etc. He has also covered
more than 9,000 news, sports, entertainment stories and features on the Greece’s ongoing
worst economic and social crisis since World War Il, as well as Europe’s refugee crisis and
Covid-19 pandemic crisis.

Synopsis: The documentary “Voices in the Shadows”, with the moving testimonies of torture
survivors, was created by METAdrasi, in the framework of the activity “Hope & Memory:
Identification and Certification of Victims of Torture”. Today, an estimated 5-35% or refugees
worldwide are victims of torture. Since 2011, METAdrasi has certified more than 2,000
persons from 20 different countries of origin for torture they have suffered, either in their
countries of origin, or in intermediate countries before their arrival in Greece. “Voices in the
Shadows”, gives a voice to these people that bear visible or invisible scars in their body and



soul and each and every one of them has their own story to tell; a story of violence and
abuse of power, but also of resilience and hope for a decent life with respect to human
rights.
